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The goal of this course is to equip students with the conceptual tools necessary to
read contemporary texts in Indigenous studies. As such, topics such as colonialism and
decolonization, sovereignty theory, ecology, etc. will be discussed, as well as
writings that address the intersections between ethnicity, class, gender, queer
theory, and disability studies. To remain contemporary, the specific readings and
topics will be updated regularly.
