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Course Objectives

The course aims to study current critical issues with attention to their links and/or
breaks with the past. Students will be familiarized with current theoretical models
and critical strategies, possessing a historical perspective on critical theory, and
challenged to engage themselves in ongoing debates over literary studies.

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Based on a training in comparative literature, the program connects different
languages and cultures to cultivate students’ academic skills.
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The program trains students both to think independently and to cooperate based on
a positive vision of humanity.

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The course will peruse a series of problematics as surfaced in contemporary theories
as well as criticism in the past: (1) representation; (2) subjectivity; (3) form,
structure, and system;

(4) history and society; (5) morality, class, and ideology. Theoretical trends covered
include psychoanalysis, Marxism, feminism, (post)structuralism, postmodernism, queer
theory, new historicism, cultural materialism, postcolonialism, ecocriticism, etc.
