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Posthuman and Multispecies Literature
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Course Objectives

This course explores posthuman and multispecies literature through the lens of
critical theory, examining how narratives reconfigure human-animal-technology
relations. Engaging with works from speculative fiction to ecocriticism, students will
analyze how literature challenges anthropocentrism, envisions multispecies kinship,
and rethinks agency, ethics, and identity in a posthuman world.
