These themes encompass the core practices and concepts of classical anthropology: holism, fieldwork,
cultural relativism, and thick description, as well as emerging topics in contemporary anthropology,
including globalization, multi-species studies, and developments in global political dynamics.
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1. Class Participation (20%)

Students are expected to actively participate in class discussions. This requires completing the
assigned readings thoroughly and contributing thoughtfully during discussions. Attendance will be
checked randomly throughout the semester and will contribute 20% to the final grade.

2. Midterm Oral Presentation (40%)

Students will form groups of three and select one ethnographic text from the provided list to prepare
a 20-minute presentation. Each week, two groups will present. The presentation accounts for 40% of
the final grade and should include the following four components:

(D Establish a clear presentation title.

(@ Summarize the text and describe the phenomena it explores.

@ Pose discussion-worthy questions.

@ Present your analysis and perspectives.

3. Final Written Report (40%)

The final report must address a specified question and be a minimum of 3, 000 words, but no more than
three pages. It accounts for 40% of the total grade for the semester. The report must be typed,
single-sided, and submitted as a hard copy to the department office by 2:00 PM on the Tuesday of Week
15. Late submissions, in any form, will not be accepted. Collaboration in discussion is encouraged,
but each student must write their own report. Plagiarism of any kind is strictly prohibited
(including the use of ChatGPT without proper citation).

4. Additional Details

Further instructions will be announced as needed. All guidelines are subject to change at the
instructor’ s discretion.
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The following list comprises the ethnographies available for group presentations. Students are
required to select one text during the first week of class to use as the basis for their 20-minute
oral presentation. Each group will consist of three members, and two groups will present each week.
Groups are responsible for obtaining their chosen ethnographic texts.
