It is hoped to help the student learn how to incorporate drama and theater into English classroom
through
1.Exercises (short, closed, demonstrative type of activities of small groups or individuals,
requiring high level of concentration)
  a)Development (plays) of dramatic skills: perception; interaction; concentration; speaking in
different styles; vocabulary; intonation; etc.
  b)Situation exercises: non-verbal interactions; role-playing; narrative pantomime and fun
monologues.
  c)Getting direct experiences from several parts of the students’ physical and social environment
(together with the teacher).
  d)Using other art forms to complete the drama in progress: story-telling; drawing; song-composing;
making choreography; taking photos or video films.
  e)Dramatic plays (no time-restriction, determined aim or end; emphasized continuous and spontaneous
action, defined context and hidden topic);
2.Basic dramatic knowledge of the teacher (meanings and usage in practice): skills and methods to
create and ease tense situations):
  a)the scene - ways of the usage, drama built on students’ favorite stories or interests;
  b)the plot - tales (legends, myths, real historic event);
  c)time - of the plot and how to deal with it;
  d)understanding works of art (music, literature, painting);
  e)dramatization and editing life-plays.
