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This course draws on economic anthropology, development studies, social history, and gender studies
in order to explore three overlapping sets of questions: What is the link between culture and the
economy? What was the impact of colonialism upon indigenous peoples? And how has the modern global
economic system affected ordinary families around the world? Wherever possible, individual case
studies are used in order to bring these issues to life and to promote in-class discussion.
