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The theme of this elective General Education course is Sport Tourism. This course is designed to
explore the connection between the tourism industry and sports activities, and to discuss the types,
management, operation and development of the sports tourism industry. It is a bilingual co-teaching
course. Students will discuss the application and innovation of theories and practices in tourism
management. They will also experience the techniques and skills of sport activities and their
relation to tourism products. In the learning environment of interdisciplinarity and cross-cultures,
it is expected that team cooperation could generate some innovative, sustainable and feasible trips
and activities in the field of sport tourism. Students will consequently be able to apply what they
learn in the context of local community in the midterm and final group works
