Course Objective: This course is to introduce students to the history and criticism of western
children’s literature. The teaching hours will be divided evenly between general acquaintance of
children’ s literature from a range of genres, studying how books relate to developmental issues in
children’s lives and applying various critical theories to some children’ s classics

Teaching methods and requirements: Besides the instructor’ s lectures, this course requires students
faithful attendance and vigorous participation in group activities, such as choosing and evaluating
picture books for children, revising/modernizing traditional tales, and storytelling for children
(tentative projects). Quizzes will be held about each assigned reading to monitor students
preparation for and understanding of the texts
