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1. Cultivate students’ abil1ty to analyze Taiwan’ s arts and cultural policies, and understand their
impact on the creative arts industry and ethnic art development.
2. Analyze Taiwan’ s arts and culture grant and subsidy programs, examining their operations,
advantages, and limitations, and link them to creative industry practices.
3. Study the current status and trends of Taiwan’ s arts and culture industries, developing skills in
ethnic art research and creative industry strategy analysis.
4.Conduct case studies of Taiwanese arts and culture institutions, understanding cultural heritage
preservation, curation, and education practices, and develop cross-media and cross-platform creative
industry applications.
5. Compare Taiwan s arts and cultural environment with international contexts, cultivating the
ability to analyze arts policies, cultural industries, and education from both global and local
perspectives.
